Boston Carnival Village 38th Anniversary Schedule

February 4, 2011 – Boston, MA – Boston’s Caribbean American community releases their annual Trinidad style carnival schedule. The 38 years celebration began in 1973 by Ken Bonaparte Mitchell (1942 - 2008) a National of Trinidad and Tobago. Over the years the Trinidad style carnival has grown and attracts several hundred thousand visitors annually.

There are several scheduled events; first among them is Kiddies Carnival Parade. - It is held at White Stadium in Dorchester on Sunday, August 21 at 12:00 Noon. Kiddies Carnival is a day of fun for the family. There is face painting and other activities for the children. Those participating in the parade are dressed on site by parents and band members and they parade around the track in their colorful costumes dancing to music provided by a local Disk Jockey and Steelband.
The King and Queen Show take place on Thursday, August 25 at Reggie Lewis Center, Roxbury. The program starts at 6:00Pm. It features the Kings and Queens of each band; they are quite large and very colorful. They represent the bands presentation; in addition the show also features many local Soca and Calypso artist. The show concludes with a featured Soca artist direct from Trinidad.
On Saturday, August 27 at about 6:00 AM the Jouvert begin. Revelers gather on Blue hill Ave directly in front of the Mattapan Police station. The participants arrive prepared; they typically dress to represent specific characters. Music of choice is provided by live Steel bands and what is referred to as a Rhythm section. (Organized bands of men and women knocking Iron, bottles spoons and drums) Revelers come from far away as New York and Canada; they typically arrive the night before and attend several of the events around town before heading over to the Jouvert. The early morning celebration ends at 12:00 noon.
The final event of the almost week long celebration get on the way by 1:00PM starting on Martin Luther King Boulevard in Roxbury and travels for about three miles and culminates in front of Franklin park Zoo. The area in front of the zoo is where 90% of the vendors are located. They sell an assortment of Caribbean dishes along with the traditional American foods, clothing, CDs and African arts. Both sides of parade route is filled to capacity with onlookers from across the USA and the Caribbean, they review the floats from many organizations and politicians and are in awe when the Trinidad style carnival band go by. They are very colorful, each band depicting a certain theme with several section and over 300 masqueraders each, jumping and dancing to the sounds of Soca and Calypso music on 18 wheeled trucks surrounded by very large speakers.
The months leading up to these events are filled with band launching activities across the city. Band launching is scheduled event which take place at the Mas Camps. Each camp parades their designs to the public. It is at this time many of the masqueraders decide which band and what section they would participate.
